If there are still tickets available after a week of sales, more
tickets will be opened up for purchase.

Grad Ceremony Tickets
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Student Conduct
In accordance with the Board of Trustees policy for Black Gold
School division, we encourage all parents to talk with their grads
concerning proper conduct during the graduation ceremonies.
Because this is a formal program and we are presenting it to honour
those students who are about to reach this initial milestone in their
lives, we want to take steps that will ensure that the conduct is
consistent with the event. When you are organizing transportation to
and from the event, please take steps to ensure that students arrive
at the ceremonies without being under the influence of any kind of
intoxicants.
Prior to the ceremony we will have chaperones to help with grad line-
ups. If we feel a student has consumed alcohol or drugs, we will ask
his/her parents to come and have the student sit with them in the
audience. Further disciplinary action will be taken at the school and
may include suspension.
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Graduation Criteria
In order to participate in the graduation ceremony, students
must meet graduation criteria for their program and be on track
to receive a diploma or certificate. Students must also have paid
for their Grad Fees.

Only students on the list will be eligible to participate in 2026
Graduation Ceremonies.

March 27, 2026 is the last day to be added to the grad list. 

Students who are not on the grad list can appeal to 
Mr. Dechaine.
